       Wendell Tudor  

 

Meeting of March  7th  

Marchôs competition theme is 

Macro  ñThe image must be close 

to or larger than life. ò 

 

Our special guest presenter and 

judge will be Larry Winslett . 

 

Larry Winslett is a nature 

photographer who has chronicled 

the natural world in many parts 

of North America, with an 

emphasis on the Southern 

Appalachian Mountains.  He has 

specialized in the region's native 

wildflowers, rivers and streams, 

and granite outcrops such as 

Stone, Panola, and Arabia 

Mountains in Georgia.  His 

photographs have been featured 

in a variety of publications, such 

as Sierra, Wilderness, and Wild 

Mountian Times.  His work can 

also be seen in four permanent 

exhibits at Stone Mountain 

Park.  The Park's Environmental 

Education Center showcases 

much of Larry's photography 

work at the park.   Larry's fine art 

prints are displayed in such 

diverse locations as Stanford 

University and Cox 

Communications.  Larry has used 

his photographs to help raise 

public awareness of 

environmental issues and 

concerns.  He has organized and 

presented many slide shows for 

recreational and environmental 

purposes, including presentations 

to members of the Georgia 

General Assembly in support of 

environmental issues.  Larry is 
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also an experienced photography workshop leader 

and Photoshop instructor.  Many of his photographs 

are on file with the LOOKSOUTH Photo Agency of 

Atlanta. 

As an advocate for environmental protection, Larry 

has held many positions with conservation 

organizations in Georgia.   He is the CEO and co-

founder of the Friends of Georgia.  He is the former 

State Conservation Chairman and the current State 

Lands Issues Leader for the Georgia Chapter of the 

Sierra Club.  He is also the chairman of the North 

Georgia Sierra Club group.  He was elected four 

times to the Georgia Environmental Council. Larryôs 

environmental work and photography has focused 

on the protection of native biodiversity and its 

habitats.  Using his photographs to help make a 

difference on conservation issues is Larry's 

passion.  He has also helped write, and successfully 

lobby for, legislation to protect natural areas at 

Stone Mountain and Jekyll Island. He has produced 

several educational materials for the Georgia Sierra 

Club and other conservation organizations, including 

brochures on endangered species and national 

forests.  He has also produced slide shows on 

Georgia's National Forests and Stone Mountain Park. 

 

Larry and his wife, Julie, have recently completed 

the book Wildflowers of Stone Mountain Park.  They 

are currently working on a photo book of nature 

scenes for Stone Mountain Park.   The new book is 

set for release in the summer of 2007.   Larryôs work 

can also be seen in the books, This is Stone 

Mountain Park and Stone Mountain Park ï a Pocket

Cheap Bits  

When digital photographers talk about the tools 

they use the focus tends to go directly to Adobe 

Photoshop. While itôs true that Photoshop is ar-

guably the finest tool of its type, it is by no 

means the only good choice out there. In fact, 

there are a lot of different choices that cover a 

broad range of functionality and cost, all well 

below the approximate $600 that Photoshop CS2 

typically sells for. 

 

While there are several free products out there, 

these are usually not recommended due to the 

limited support available in terms of books, 

magazines, etc. However, products like Adobe 

Photoshop Elements, Corel Paint Shop Pro, and 

others enjoy great support and can be pur-

chased for below $100. 

 

In upcoming issues weôll take a look at both 

Paint Shop Pro and Photoshop Elements in order 

to give a bit more insight into their relative merit 

for photographers as well as their ease-of-use.
